THOROUGHBRED RACING S.A. LIMITED
STIPENDIARY STEWARDS' REPORT

Report on Race Meeting held at Cheltenham Park Racecourse
by the South Australian Jockey Club on Saturday, 5 July 2008

Stewards: J. Petzer (A/Chairman), P. Anderson (HT) & N. Castle (F) (Stewards), D.
Southgate (M), C. Deakin, M. White & H. Milne (Deputy Stewards), Dr. P.
Horridge & Dr. D. Bowden (Veterinary Surgeons).

TRACK: Dead 4 WEATHER: Overcast
Rail: Out 3 metres entire.

RACE 1 : TOOHEYS HANDICAP - 1260 metres

Following its arrival on course TELESCOPE was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon
who passed the gelding fit to start.

MIGHTY MOLLY ROSSA (C Lindop), which was restless in the gates, jumped away
awkwardly.

SO LAUGHIN (J Lyon) was slow to begin.

In the vicinity of the 1100 metres SO LAUGHIN (J Lyon), which had raced ungenerously,
shifted out, taking MIGHTY MOLLY ROSSA (C Lindop) wider on the track.

Racing to the 150 metres MIGHTY MOLLY ROSSA (C Lindop) became held up for clear
running for a short distance, when racing behind DANE SET AND MATCH (M Neilson).

MR GANN (D Robinson) was unable to gain clear running shortly after entering the straight
until approaching the 50 metres.

Approaching the 50 metres TEIVOVO (A Darmanin) shifted in of its own accord, brushed the
inside running rail for a number of strides before breaking through the rail, dislodging A
Darmanin. A Darmanin was transported to hospital for observation.

Subsequent to the event TEIVOVO was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who
reported the filly had sustained a small laceration to its near fore cannon.

RACE 2 : FLIGHT CENTRE HANDICAP - 1460 metres

The start of this event was delayed approximately eight minutes to await the arrival of a
second ambulance on course.

BONINDI (C Puls) jumped away awkwardly.

TESTASAURUS (C Lindop) shifted out on jumping away and contacted CASHEL HOUSE (S
Price).

Shortly after the start STAR ACT (P Marks) shifted in onto MOGGADEN (J Maund), which
was obliged to steady, and as a consequence LITTLE ADAM (J Potter), which was following,
was hampered.

Correct Weight was delayed to allow C Puls, the rider of the fourth placegetter BONINDI, to
view the official footage of the start.
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RACE 2 : FLIGHT CENTRE HANDICAP - 1460 metres (continued)

BEL AMORE (D Robinson) became held up for clear running from inside the 300 metres to
inside the vicinity of the 50 metres.

In the vicinity of the 100 metres CASHEL HOUSE (S Price) shifted to the outside of
TESTASAURUS (C Lindop) to gain clear ground and brushed with MOGGADEN (J Maund).

RACE 3 : AV JENNINGS HANDICAP - 1310 metres

BELTIJA (W Hughes) and COUNTESS OF TIBA (C Lindop) jumped away awkwardly.

In the vicinity of the 1200 metres COUNTESS OF TIBA (C Lindop) commenced to race
keenly and then laid out for a short distance thereafter.

Rounding the home turn, prior to straightening, COUNTESS OF TIBA (C Lindop) shifted out
to improve and in doing so took the running of VINTAGE SALON (C Lever), which had
improved to her outside, resulting in VINTAGE SALON being hampered and having to be
steadied. C Lindop was severely reprimanded and advised to take greater care in future
when shifting ground.

RACE 4 : COME TO ALLAN SCOTT PARK MORPHETTVILLE HANDICAP - 1000 metres

BARABBA ROAD (C Lever) was slow to jump.
TIS ISAT (D Tootell) was held up for clear ground between the 500 and 400 metres.

Shortly after entering the straight TIS ISAT (D Tootell) improved into a tight run between EL
MAZE (C Lindop) to its outside, which rolled in slightly, and LORD OF LAURISTON (S
Bailey) to its inside, and brushed with LORD OF LAURISTON on a number of occasions
before contacting the hindquarters of LORD OF LAURISTON, unbalancing that gelding.

In the vicinity of the 200 metres ARINOS (S Price) improved into a run between ROSSI (A
Herrmann), which had rolled in slightly, and SURELY YOU JEST (D Tourneur), which
maintained its line, resulting in ARINOS brushing with SURELY YOU JEST taking this
gelding in across the running line of EL MAZE (C Lindop), which was weakening, resulting in
EL MAZE being hampered.

RACE S5 : URBAN PACIFIC HANDICAP - 1812 metres

SOLOIST was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon on arrival on course who reported
the gelding to be lame in the off hind leg. Acting on that advice Stewards withdrew SOLOIST
at 12.57 pm. Mr P Stokes, the Trainer of SOLOIST, was advised that a Veterinary Certificate
of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race.

In the vicinity of the 1500 metres BARTER TIME (M. Hoppo) raced in tight room to the inside
of WARWICK’'S BROTHER (T. Zanker) and commenced to race ungenerously for a short
distance.

Near the 500 metres WARWICK'S BROTHER (T Zanker), which commenced to give ground,
was inconvenienced when JUST DON'T ASK (J Maund) shifted out to improve taking
WARWICK’S BROTHER out onto BARTER TIME (M Hoppo). J Maund was reminded of his
obligations when shifting ground.
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RACE 5 : URBAN PACIFIC HANDICAP - 1812 metres (continued)

Racing inside the 200 metres BARTER TIME (M Hoppo) commenced to shift ground under
pressure taking SNOW FLIGHT (NZ) (A Herrmann) in, resulting in FRAACLASE (C Puls),
which had commenced to improve to the inside of SNOW FLIGHT (NZ) (A Herrmann),
having to steady off the heels of SNOW FLIGHT (NZ) for a number of strides. M Hoppo was
severely reprimanded and advised to take greater care when his mounts shift ground.

PRAY FOR TIME was eased out of the event in the vicinity of the 200 metres. C Lindop, the
rider of PRAY FOR TIME, reported she felt there was something amiss with the gelding and
did not persevere in the straight. PRAY FOR TIME was examined by the Club’s Veterinary
Surgeon who reported an abnormal upper respiratory noise. Mr A Gluyas, representing
Trainer Mr L Macdonald, was advised the results of an endoscopic examination and a
Veterinary Certificate of Fitness would be required prior to presenting for a future trial or race.

Correct Weight for this event was delayed to allow C Puls, the rider of the fifth placegetter
FRAACLASE, and A Herrmann, the rider of third placegetter SNOW FLIGHT (NZ), together
with Mr K Frew representing Mrs H Frew, the Trainer of SNOW FLIGHT (NZ), to view the
official footage in the straight. After doing so, A Herrmann lodged an objection against
BARTER TIME (M Hoppo) being declared the second placegetter on the grounds of alleged
interference from the 200 metres. After taking evidence from all parties, on viewing the
official footage and acting on their own observations, Stewards dismissed A Herrmann’s
objection.

RACE 6 : BECOME AN SAJC MEMBER - 1360 metres

ROCKY CAMP (A Patterson) and JEST FOR FUN (M Morita) jumped away awkwardly.

Near the 1000 metres MOLOKAI'S LADD (J Potter) got its head up and raced ungenerously
for a short distance.

Inside the 1000 metres HEZABOUT (D Tootell), which commenced to race keenly, shifted
out and brushed with CENTURYTWENTYONE (J Lyon).

At the entrance to the straight SASSY SENORITA (C Lindop) was obliged to alter course to
the outside of REGAL DASH (D Tourneur) to obtain clear ground.

Racing to the 200 metres CENTURYTWENTYONE (J Lyon) became held up for clear
ground for a short distance when racing behind JEST FOR FUN (M Morita), which shifted out
under riding.

Inside the 200 metres SASSY SENORITA (C Lindop) was obliged to alter course to the

outside of ROCKY CAMP (A Patterson), which shifted in. A Patterson was reprimanded and
advised in future to take greater care when his mounts begin to shift ground.

RACE 7 : DE BEERS HANDICAP - 1260 metres

MERLINS EXPRESS (P Marks) jumped away awkwardly.

PORKY (S Bailey) and RIKBAT (C Lever) came together shortly after the start and
contacted.

In the vicinity of the 700 metres MERLINS EXPRESS (P Marks) became awkward for a
number of strides when racing in tight room between MASTER YEATS (M Vassallo) and
LADY ASPEN (M Hoppo).
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RACE 7 : DE BEERS HANDICAP - 1260 metres (continued)

In the vicinity of the 200 metres VENETIAN STAR (C Lindop) became held up for clear
running when racing inside the heels of RETELL (D Tourneur) and behind MAGICAL DANE
(M Morita) and was obliged to alter course to the outside of RETELL.

At the entrance to the straight PORKY (S Bailey) shifted out contacting MASTER YEATS (M
Vassallo) taking that gelding out onto RIKBAT (C Lever) resulting in both these horses being
inconvenienced. S Bailey was severely reprimanded and advised to take greater care in
future when shifting ground.

PORKY (S Bailey) was disappointed for clear ground over the concluding stages when
attempting to improve between DADDY WHO (M Neilson) and AKHASICA (A Patterson).

GAME OVER (NZ) was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported a lower
than expected heart rate.

GENERAL:

RACE 5 : URBAN PACIFIC HANDICAP - 1812 metres

Stewards questioned Mr. P. Stokes, the Trainer of SOLOIST, regarding a report made by
TRSA Stewards conducting a routine stable inspection this morning. Mr. Stokes explained a
needle mark on the near side neck of SOLOIST was the result of a blood sample taken from
the gelding by his Veterinary Surgeon for pathology testing following an examination which
revealed the gelding to be showing signs of tying up behind. As Stewards were able to
contact the attending Veterinary Surgeon to confirm the result of the blood test taken from
the gelding and acting on an assurance from Mr. Stokes that SOLOIST would be presented
free of any prohibited substance for today’'s event, Stewards determined the gelding be
allowed to start. Subsequent to its arrival on course, SOLOIST was examined by the Club’s
Veterinary Surgeon who determined the gelding unfit to start.
