Report on Race Meeting held at Murray Bridge Racecourse
by the Murray Bridge Racing Club on Sunday, 21 September 2008

Stewards: M. Santoro (A/Chairman), T. Williamson (F), N. Castle (HT) & L. Smith
(Stewards), D. Southgate (M) & Dr. R. Haensel (Veterinary Surgeon)

TRACK: Good 2 WEATHER: Fine

Rail: Out 3 metres from the 840 metres to 430 metres.

RACE 1 : MURRAY BRIDGE LOCALITY LIST MAIDEN PLATE (Division 1) - 1206 metres

BAHZOOM (M. Vassallo) was slow to begin.

LADY ORIO (S. Price) jumped away awkwardly and shifted in making contact with
DEVADAVE (A. Patterson), which was hampered.

LORD OF THE CASTLE (D. Tootell) and REGAL JOURNEY (C. Lever) jumped away
awkwardly.

Approaching the 1000 metres LORD OF THE CASTLE (D. Tootell) shifted in abruptly away
from PRINCESS SAVANNAH (M. Neilson) taking NOTALLOWED (C. Lindop) across the
heels of GIVEMESOMETHING (M. Morita) forcing NOTALLOWED to be checked. In
consequence BAHZOOM (M. Vassallo) had to be steadied off the heels of NOTALLOWED.

Near the 500 metres DEVADAVE (A. Patterson) shifted out and brushed BAHZOOM (M.
Vassallo).

Near the 400 metres BENETTON (A. Herrmann) was inconvenienced when that colt rolled in
marginally at the same time LADY ORIO (S. Price) shifted out slightly.

Inside the 400 metres DEVADAVE (A. Patterson) was unable to obtain clear ground until
approaching the 200 metres when racing behind LADY ORIO (S. Price), which was inclined to
roll about.

REGAL JOURNEY (C. Lever) was held up for a short distance in the vicinity of the 200
metres.

LORD OF THE CASTLE (D. Tootell) raced greenly throughout the event.

NOTALLOWED (C. Lindop) laid in throughout the event. NOTALLOWED was examined by
the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported minor ulcers at the corner of the near side of the
gelding’s mouth.

P. Gatt, the rider of DRAYES AND ZACS, reported the gelding laid in from the 600 metres.
DRAYES AND ZACS was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported no visible
abnormalities.

PRINCESS SAVANNAH was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported a
small laceration inside the near side nostril.
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RACE 2 : CROWN INN KINGSTON PUNTERS MAIDEN PLATE (Division 2) — 1206 metres

The start of this race was delayed approximately two minutes owing to RAHYWANA proving
difficult to load. Mr. P. Blanch, the Trainer of RAHYWANA, was advised the mare was now
suspended from racing until it can prove it can load without delay in an Official Barrier Trial and
was warned in relation to it being fractious in the barriers after being loaded.

MYSTIC FOX (A. Patterson) was slow to begin.

RAHYWANA (D. Robinson) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out, brushing AUSSIE STAAR
(M. Neve).

LONHRIELLE (NZ) (J. Lyon) was inclined to rear on jumping away.

DORADO WILL (C. Lions) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out, making contact with
SPRING FORCE (J. Mallyon).

Inside the 900 metres FASMAR (NZ) (M. Hoppo) shifted in onto SPRING FORCE (J. Mallyon),
which was tightened onto LONHRIELLE (NZ) (J. Lyon), resulting in SPRING FORCE having to
be eased and in doing so shifting out across the heels of FASMAR (NZ). M. Hoppo was
advised of his obligations when shifting ground.

AUSSIE STAAR (M. Neve) was inclined to lay in under pressure in the straight and in the
vicinity of the 300 metres had to be steadied off the heels of HE'S A HOUNDOG (S. Price).

RACE 3 : MURRAY BRIDGE VILLAGE BUTCHER RATING 0-75 HANDICAP — 906 metres

OUR DIOR (C. Lindop) jumped away awkwardly and shifted in, making contact with
BRIMARVI (M. Neilson).

MORPENNY MISS (J. Lyon) jumped away awkwardly.

SHEEZA PERIL (A. Herrmann) raced wide without cover throughout the event.

Rounding the home turn A FEATHERED TALE (M. Hoppo) shifted in slightly onto
BATHAMORE (S. Price), which was taken in, tightening ONEMUSTTAKEARISK (A.

Patterson) onto FLAMING SAMBUCA (P. Marks), resulting in ONEMUSTTAKEARISK having
to take hold and losing its position and FLAMING SAMBUCA having to be steadied.

RACE 4 : FESTIVAL HIRE RATING 0 — 62 HANDICAP - 1206 metres

On jumping away APPLE CANDY (C. Lions) and PERILOUS (J. Lyon) came together and
bumped.

DENNISON (T. Zanker) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out, brushing GIFT OF
KNOWLEDGE (S. Price).

MY STAR DANE (S. Bailey) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out, making contact with
PRESIDING OFFIXAAR (P. Gatt).

In the vicinity of the 600 metres MAJOR LEAGUE (P. Crich) shifted in and away from
FORGOTTEN DREAMS (P. Marks) onto APPLE CANDY (C. Lions), which had to take hold
off the heels of FANTASTIC BEAU (A. Herrmann), which had come back slightly as the pace
slackened.

FORGOTTEN DREAMS sustained a laceration to the near side hind leg during the event.
First Aid was administered.
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RACES5 : THE VAL AND GWEN MASTERS MEMORIAL RATING 0-68 HANDICAP -
1606 metres

RAISINFUNS (C. Lions) and LIGHT THE KNIGHT (M. Vassallo) were slow to begin.
LIGHT THE KNIGHT (M. Vassallo) over-raced in the early stages of the event.

At the entrance to the straight KENWICK (J. Mallyon) had to be steadied off the heels of
NAUGHTY BOY (D. Carrigg), which shifted out to improve. D. Carrigg was reminded of her
obligations when shifting ground.

In the vicinity of the 200 metres T. Zanker, the rider of FROZEN, had to take hold and was
unable to obtain clear ground for a short distance when racing in restricted room between
BOLD FURY (M. Neilson), which shifted out, and WEE MATE (A. Patterson), which shifted in
under riding.

Near the 50 metres L. Stojakovic, the rider of BRAVELY, lost the use of her off side rein for a
short distance.

RACE 6 : RAMSEY BROS GOLD CUP PRELUDE - 1406 metres

SHANIKOV (M. Hoppo) and RIVERSCAPE (M. Vassallo) jumped away awkwardly.

In the vicinity of the 700 metres LOTTO BLUES (L. Hopwood) improved onto the heels of TO
A FAULT (NZ) (C. Lions) and had to be restrained, getting its head up on a number of
occasions.

Racing to the 500 metres WEE GOLD (A. Patterson) improved onto the heels of SHANIKOV
(M. Hoppo) and had to be steadied.

RACE 7 : GIULIO GRANDE MEMORIAL / SABIS F&M MAIDEN PLATE - 1406 metres

PAS DE POET (T. Zanker) was inclined to rear on jumping away.
ARABIA (R. Plumb) knuckled on jumping away.

CHERISHING (C. Lindop) jumped away awkwardly and shifted out tightening SHOT OF
SUCCESS (L. Hopwood) onto SUPABET (M. Neilson), which was taken out onto
HARKTHEHERALDANGEL (P. Gatt), which made contact with POSNET (C. Lions), turning
that filly’s hindquarters out.

Shortly after the start MISS PARKER BOWLES (S. Rowley) shifted in onto POSNET (C.
Lions), which was taken in onto HARKTHEHERALDANGEL (P. Gatt), which was hampered.

Near the 1300 metres ARABIA (R. Plumb) shifted out making contact with OLIVIA GRACE (S.
Price), which was tightened onto CHERISHING (C. Lindop), which was taken out onto SHOT
OF SUCCESS (L. Hopwood), which was taken across and had to be steadied off the heels of
SUPABET (M. Neilson).

Inside the 300 metres OLIVIA GRACE (S. Price) shifted in under riding taking MISS
MALURUS (A. Herrmann) in onto ARABIA (R. Plumb), which was forced to take hold when
tightened onto PAS DE POET (T. Zanker), which was taken out by HAWKERS CREEK (B.
Petherick), which shifted out under riding. S. Price was reprimanded and advised in future to
stop riding and straighten soon than he did on this occasion.
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RACE 7 : GIULIO GRANDE MEMORIAL / SABIS F&M MAIDEN PLATE - 1406 metres
(Cont'd)

In the vicinity of the 200 metres PAS DE POET (T. Zanker) raced in restricted room between
PUSHFUL (L. Stojakovic), which had commenced to give ground, and HAWKERS CREEK (B.
Petherick).

Over the final 100 metres HAWKERS CREEK (B. Petherick) continued to shift out under
riding taking PAS DE POET (T. Zanker) wider. B. Petherick was advised of his obligations
when his mounts commence to shift ground.

SUPABET was examined by the Club’s Veterinary Surgeon who reported an ulcer at the
corner of the near side of the mouth and minor abrasions to the near hind leg.
